Silvano Rodi
Born in Ventimiglia in 1961, he began his piano musical studies under Franco Mola.
He subsequently gained Diplomas in Harpsichord, Organ and Organ Composition at the
Conservatory “N. Paganini” in Genoa, where he studied under the instruction of Attilio Baronti
(organ and composition) and Alda Bellasich (harpsichord).
In 1985 he gained the “First Prize for Organ“ at the Conservatory of Nice (France), having
specialised in the interpretation of French Baroque Music under René Saorgin.
He has also completed advance courses at Cremona (with Daniel Roth) and at the Academy of
Organ Music at Pistoia (Luigi Ferdinando Tagliavini and Louis Gonzales Uriol).
He founded the Baroque Ensemble “Collegium Musicum Alpazur “ for the interpretation of Italian
and French music of XVII and XVIII century; he also plays with Philippe Emmanuel Haas
(Panflote).



He has performed in many concerts (over 600) and organ recitals in Italy, France, Spain,
Switzerland, Germany, Norway, Sweden, Poland, Austria, Finland, Esthonian and England.

Official organist of Monaco “ St. Devote” Church and Honorary Inspector of early organs for the
Italian Ministry of Culture and Environment and Director of the Commission for the Care and
Restoration of Historic Organs in the Diocese of Ventimiglia-Sanremo.

He has recorded some CDs and he has published various articles on the restoration of Italian early
organs.

Since 1998 he teaches organ at the Music Institute “Conservatoire Départemental de Musique des
Alpes-Maritimes” of Nice (France).

Evangelical Church of Athens, and St George of Syros and St Laurence Upminster in London.
