Chris Paraskevopoulos, organ
Christos Paraskevopoulos was born in Athens. His musical education began early under

the tutelage of the renowned piano teacher Evangelia Hasapladakis. He is a graduate of the
Athens National Conservatory in pianoforte from Pavlos Ventouras and Kate Truli’s class
of 1994 and also in composition from Spyros Klapsis’ class of 1997. He is as well recipient
of the First Organ Diploma that has been ever given in Greece since 1957 and in recent
Greek History generally, where the Greek Law has been founded for the conservatories
service. He is also an LRSM recipient in organ music and a former student of Athens’
Concert Hall organist Mr. Nicholas Kynaston. As one of the few organists to be found in
Greece, since 1991 he has organized a series of organ concerts in various churches in
Athens and other cities of Greece and has given many concerts since 1997 in the Athens
German Lutheran Church as one of its organists where, since 2012, he has been its
Principal Organist and Director of Music. He is the Artistic Music Director of the Annual
Organ and Music Festival of Rhodes — Terra Sancta, that takes place in the Catholic
Church of St Francis, Rhodes, since 2010, where he gives organ recitals. He has given
organ recitals in Austria, Germany, Poland, United Kingdom and Israel and he has been
invited for recitals at United Kingdom, Switzerland, Poland and Germany. He has
performed in various other churches and concert halls in Greece. He has also played in
organ concerts with other artists from the National Opera, the National Radio
Broadcasting Company, the Athens Chamber Opera, the Athens State Orchestra, the City
of Athens Symphony Orchestra and Choir, and other musical groups and organizations. He
has played in World premiere organ works in concerts from Pavlos Ventouras: Syr (2016),
Pavlos Ventouras: Die Glocken der deutschen Kirche in Athen (2017), Sprache Pfeife




(2022), Spiros Mazis: Missa op.113 (2019) and Konstantinos Agouridis: God’s Hymn
(2019).

In 2008 the choir “Musica Sacra,” which performs sacred choir music from the
Renaissance and Baroque periods, was founded and is conducted by him. This choir is
unique in all of Greece in performing only this kind of music. He is conductor as well of
“Cantus Celestis” and “Vox Sinceris” vocal ensembles. He teaches the organ at “Erateion”
and “Nikolaos Mantzaros” conservatories in Athens.

Eleni was born in Athens and started playing the piano at the age of 8 with Danae
Stavraki and continued with Kate Trulli at the Athens National Conservatory, where she
graduated in 1995 with a unanimous First Prize.

In 1998 she was awarded a three- year scholarship by the ‘Friends of Music Society’ in
order to study the organ with Nicolas Kynaston at the Athens Concert Hall. She
continued her studies as an Alexander S. Onassis Foundation scholar with Nicolas
Kynaston and David Titterington at the Royal Academy of Music in London. Eleni
graduated from the Postgraduate Performance Course in 2004 with a Distinction. In 2004
she was awarded the ‘Margaret and Sydney Lovett Organ Prize’ and the ‘United Music
Publishers Ensemble Prize’ (Royal Academy, London). In 2007 she was awarded the
Artistic Director’s Prize at Mikael Tariverdiev International Organ Competition in
Kaliningrad, Russia.

Eleni has performed as a soloist and ensemble player in Greece, Cyprus, Romania,
Great Britain, Ireland, Spain, Italy, France, Belgium, Germany, Norway, Finland, Poland,
USA. She has also collaborated with Capella Istropolitana, the Athens Philharmonic, the
Athens Camerata and the Greek Radio orchestras. She has also performed in the Celebrity
Organ Recitals of RCO Winter Conference in 2021.

Eleni has participated in a joint recording project with the Royal Academy of Music
and the Southwark and South London Organ Society, playing at the Royal Festival Hall.
She participated in a CD recording of English Choral music with the Rugby School Choirs
for Regents Records. Her cd of Reger’s major organ works has been just released by Selby
Abbey Organ Masters.

She has recently recorded works of Bach, Liszt and Reger at Royal Hospital School,
Ipswich, works for violin and organ at Rugby School and for counter tenor and organ at St
Alphage Burnt Oak for Ravensbury Records.
